1. The General Assemily, in 1ts resolution 38/161 ot 19 December 1983,

in.;er alia, welcomed the establishment of a special commission that should make
available a repor* on environment and the qlobal problématique to the vear 2000 and
beyond, including proposed strateqies for sustainable development. The commission
later Aadopted tha name World Commission un Environment and Development. In the
same resolution, thes Assembly decided that, on matters within the mandate and
purview of the Unites Nations Environment Proaramme, the report ot the special
commission skti~uid I1n the ftirst instance be considered by the Governina Council of
the Proaqramme, tor transmission to the Assembly together with i1ts comments, and for
use as basic mater:ial in the preparation, tor adoption by the Assembly, of the
Environmental Ferspective to the Year 2000 and Bevond.

2. At its fourteenth session, held ac Nairobl trom B to 19 June 1Y87, the
Governing Council of the United Nations Environment Programme adopted decision
14/14 of 16 June 1987, entitled "Report of the World Commission on Environment and
Development®™ ard, inter alia, decided to transmit the Commission's report to the
General Assembly together with a draft resclution annexed to the decision tor

consideration and adoption by the Assembly,
